            In 1838, a “House and all other improvements” on Lots 4, 5, & 6 in Block 10 was sold by Edwin Waller to Thomas B. Gotchell for $4000 with $500 down.  Within a few months the same property was transferred from Gotchell to Iasiah Dowling. Dowling paid Gotchall $500 and assumed the notes for $3500 to Edwin Waller. Waller made the deed to Dowling. The house was already built in 1837 when the first deed transaction took place and probably predates this year. Dowling soon sold the property to Charles J. DeRoll for $4000. The sale of the house and improvements, worth about $4000, constituted one of the most costly of all transactions for Velasco during this period. When the property now owned by Samuel W. Metcalf was offered at auction by Sheriff Robert J. W. Reel 12 years later in 1850, it sold for only $25.00, indicating that the property was much less valuable. While it is possible that the house was ruined, land speculation in Velasco had dwindled to a trickle by 1850. The 1858 map (topography 1852) clearly shows a building in the approximate location of Lot 5. It is quite possible that the property sold at auction for such a low price simply because the town was not thriving and the owner had defaulted on his note. Peter MacGreal gave the property immediately to Nathaniel B. Rudder for a valuable consideration.

             Thomas J. Green President of the Velasco Association issued a deed to Gilbert Winnie for Lot 9 in Block 10. For $500 Gilbert Winnie sold lot 9 to Robert E. Handy and William Lusk, the firm of Handy & Lusk of Fort Bend County. After the death of Handy his estate and William Lusk sold the lot to John P. Black in 1839. Robert J. Calder Sheriff seized the property of John P. Black as the result of a civil suit and at auction sold Lot 9 for $12.00 to Samuel C. Lyons. A judgement was brought against Samuel C. Lyon in 1862 but the property was not seized until 1869. Sheriff George W. Dolson sold several properties belonging to Lyon including Lot 9 in Block 10 to Mordello S. Munson August, 1869.
