           Isaac C. Hoskins, his wife, and five children immigrated to Velasco, Texas in 1832, and in 1835, Hoskins served as the postmaster of Velasco. Thomas J. Green President of the Velasco Association sold fellow member, Isaac C. Hoskins, Lots 1, 2, 3, 5, 7, & 8 in Block 12 for $411 on August 17, 1838. After Hoskins’ death, his widow Nancy married his brother, William Dandridge Hoskins, and they developed a ranch between Austin and Chocolate Bayou. Nancy sold her 1/16 in Velasco along with an interest in the Calvit League and an interest in the John A. Wharton League to Thomas J. Green on January 4, 1845 (N:127). The disposition of Lots 3 & 4 are unknown, but there was apparently a building on one of these lots by 1852 according to the 1858 map.

             Isaac C. Hoskins initially sold Lots 5 & 7 to Daniel C. Moray for $800 in 1838. Moray may not have made his payments as Sheriff Robert J. Calder seized the property of John P. Black, John Sharp, and H. N. Wolcott and sold several lots at public auction. Samuel C. Lyon bought Lot 7 for $12.00. This became Lyon’s Garden lot. A judgment was brought against Samuel C. Lyon in 1862 but the property was not seized until 1869. Sheriff George W. Dolson sold several lots including Lot 7 in Block 12 to Mordello S. Munson August, 1869. May 25, 1872 Samuel C. Lyon sold Lot 7 to George Dietrich of Illinois for $100. Perhaps this was only to clear the title as Dietrich also bought Lot 7 from Mordello S. Munson November 5, 1872 for $100.

           Isaac C. Hoskins sold the empty waterfront Lot 1 in Block 12 to Edwin Harry for $500 in 1838. A few days later Isaac C. Hoskins and his partner Jeremiah Brown sell the west half of Lot 8 on which the Velasco Exchange stood to Edwin Harry for $4000. Because Hoskins was a member of the Velasco Association, the $411 sale price for most of the lots in Block 12 may have been in consideration for Hoskins and Brown making the improvements to the lot. In 1839 Edwin Harry sold the lots with the Velasco Exchange to James B. Stovall for $3000. Stovall sold his interest for $2000 to Martha G. Harry, wife of Edwin Harry, in 1841. Though the topography map from 1852 shows a building on the lot by 1871 when Martha G. Harry sold the lots to Peter E. Nickelson, Jr. for $37.50 the Velasco Exchange building must have been gone.
