         Thomas J. Green President of the Velasco Association conveyed to John Sharp Lot No. 2 on June 1, 1838 for the consideration of one dollar and $1000 worth of improvements on the lot. The actual date of construction could be much earlier. After the death of John Sharp, Sarah as administerix of the estate, sold Lots two and nine to John H. Herndon, her brother in law, for $417 on July 6, 1842. This was the residence of the late John Sharp. On July 19, 1842 John H. Herndon conveyed the property back to Sarah Sharp for the same amount of money. This allowed Sarah to pay off creditors and still retain ownership of the house.
